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Wow, what a dismal March in 
so many ways.  The disasters in 
Japan and military conflict in 
Libya have darkened the world 
stage.  Domestically, our econ-
omy continues to gasp and 
wheeze while gas prices rise 
and unprecedented budget cuts 
loom over state services.  Even 
our weather reflects the gloom; 
we’ve had every day but one 
below average temperature and 
scored one of the wettest March 
months in history.   
 
With so much to mope over, 
even the happy trumpet blasts 
of daffodils and friendly pink 
whispers of cherry blossoms 
can get lost in the overwhelm-
ing dreariness of it all.  But, and 
thank God there is a “but,” on 
occasion, in the last week or so, 
for just a moment out of the 
corners of our eyes, the clouds 
have relented their menace to 
allow 20 minutes of sunshine. 
 
 

It’s usually been in the morning, 
sometimes even before the 
alarm clock rings.  It doesn’t 
last even long enough for a 
good walk, but those 20 min-
utes of sunshine have acted as a 
sustaining promise; manna in 
the desert, a prayer of thanks 
and praise.   
 
It can be hard to hold out for 20 
minutes of sunshine when even 
Daylight Savings Time has little 
to recommend it, but those 20 
minutes restore hope and vigor 
and possibility.  They remind us 
that most of our troubles are not 
THAT desperate, that this life 
truly is a gift to savor, and that 
the days of cherries and peaches 
and tomatoes will come again. 
 
At church, we’re planning for 
those “salad” days by already 
planning for Vacation Bible 
School, Relay for Life, Church 
Camp and even new classes for 
next fall.  Rain or shine or in 
between, our church works to 
sustain Christ’s Light in all of 
us. 
 
As we head into these last few 
weeks of Lent and prepare for 
Easter glory, we can take this 
time to remember that we can 
bring those 20 minutes of sun-
shine to each other: through a 
short visit to a shut in friend; 
through a thank you note to 
your city library or fire depart-
ment; through buying a latte for 

the person in line behind you; 
through telling somebody at 
church, “you know, I’m just so 
glad to see you here.”   
 
20 minutes of sunshine isn’t a 
lot of time, but it can be enough 
to sustain our faith and our love 
until God’s full glory is re-
vealed.  Amen.

20 minutes of sunshine 
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“7 Stories You Need to Know” is a sermon series 
designed to highlight the essential teachings of our 
faith.  The seven stories highlight God’s presence 
in our lives and our own purpose in life through a 
progressive, UCC lens.  The stories are as follows: 

(April 3) Exile and Promise—The Israelite 
people experienced exile at least twice dur-
ing the history of the Hebrew bible.  As that 
land was promised by God, first to the chil-
dren of Abraham and then to the followers 
of Moses, exile seemed like certain evi-
dence that God had abandoned the people.  
But even at these lowest moments, God sent 
prophets who promised salvation.  Jeremiah 
6:22-30, Jeremiah 23:1-6 

(April 10) Sermon on the Mount—Does sal-
vation come from military victory or from 
conquering the pull of sin on the heart?  Je-
sus’ Sermon on the Mount is three chapters 
of sayings that take the “common courte-
sies” of life and completely transform them 
into radical expressions of love which really 
would create a new heaven and a new earth.  
Matthew 5:33-48 

(April 17) Palms and Passions—Healer, 
Teacher, Miracle Worker, Son of God, Sav-
ior/Charlatan, Traitor, Blasphemer, Insur-
rectionist Lunatic.  This is the story of how 
the highest hopes for Jesus’ ministry were 
dashed to ruin and death. (Matthew 21:1-
11; Matt 26:62-68; 27:22-23,45-54.)

Mozart’s Requiem to be   
performed on Maundy 
Thursday, April 21, 7:00 PM  
Mozart's unfinished Requiem has 
long been shrouded in mystery. 
Mozart undertook the commission 
for an Austrian nobleman, little 
knowing that he was to write a 
requiem for himself. Inevitably, 
the secrecy surrounding the 
anonymous commission, the cir-
cumstances of Mozart's death, the 

unfinished state of the work, and 
its completion under the direction 
of Mozart's widow, Constanze, 
have precipitated two centuries of 
romantic speculation and schol-
arly controversy.  Constanze 
made sure that this masterpiece 
was completed using Mozart’s 
other composition motifs.  Mo-
zart’s Requiem is his last compo-
sition, yet his music lives on and 
the FGUCC Sanctuary Choir is 
performing this beautiful master-
piece.  We invite all of you to join 
us for this powerful melody of our 
prayers.

So 
pat each of us on the 
back and offer thanks 
for all the hard work 
done by our commu-
nity: our county 
agencies, our non-
profits, our churches 
and individuals who 
care so much! The 
Severe Weather Shel-
ters are now closed, 
so spend some time 
at the family shelters 
that keep families 
(kids) off the streets 
and dry and warm. 
Volunteer at the shel-
ters! You will be glad 
you did.

Senior Luncheon!  Hear the Young-at-
Heart Readers Theater Troupe’s pres-
entation of “The Fire at the Triangle 
Shirtwaist Factory” and “The Shooting 
of Dan McGrew”.    In December of 
2009, Carolyn Azure and other dedi-
cated and dynamic actors met in Bob 
and Ruth Holznagel’s home and 
started this Troupe.  Even though Bob 

no longer actively participates in the theatrical readings, he 
certainly is young at heart.  Since then the Troupe has been 
performing various readings in schools, Elk lodges, Senior 
Centers, Libraries, and non-profit organizations.   

 

The Triangle Shirtwaist Factory Fire 
reading will get you thinking about a 
very tragic historical event that oc-
curred in New York City on March 
25, 1911.  It was the deadliest indus-
trial disaster in the history of the city.  

On a lighter side they will be reenact-
ing the Shooting of Dan McGrew, the 
tale that takes place in a Yukon saloon 
during the Gold Rush of the late 
1890s.   

All are welcome.  For those who join us for the lunch, we ap-
preciate a donation of $4.00.
