H ow would you like to be a
part of a larger church that
only meets once every two
years? Well, if you are a UCC
member, that’'s precisely the
kind of church you are in right
now. The eventis called Gen-
eral Synod and it takes place for
just a few days every other year.
The first week of July, General
Synod took place in Tampa,
Florida. Our polity (decision-
making structure) is such that
our denominational “authority”
only exists when the churches
gather as a whole.

Decisions made at the denomi-
national level are not binding at
the individual church level: our
denomination speaks TO the
churches rather than FOR the
churches. This polity has al-
lowed our denomination as a
whole to be very nimble in re-
sponding to social issues. In
some ways, our denomination
acts as the pilot ship for the
whole fleet. The pilot ship can
respond very quickly while the
individual fleet members decide
which route they will travel.
