Jesus’ ministry was
impossible in so many ways. He
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Sermon Series for Lent:;

7 Stories You Need to Know (Lent through Eagei.1)

“7 Stories You Need to Know” is a sermon series
designed to highlight the essential teachings of ou
faith. The seven stories highlight God’s presdnce
our lives and our own purpose in life through apro
gressive, UCC lens. The stories are as follows:

(March 9) Ash Wednesday—Worship service
at 7:00 p.m. in the Chapel.

(March 13) Creation and Fall—Starting with
“Genesis,” a word that means “beginnings,”
we explore the cycle of creation and destruc-
tion/sin and restoration that we find our-
selves repeating on large and small scales in
life and throughout time. The Creation/Fall
stories are told as narratives that give con-
text for human experience rather than ex-
plaining the science of evolution—therefore
there is no conflict between the two! Texts:
Genesis 1:26-31a and Genesis 4:1-16.

(March 20) The Flood—All generations and all
cultures experience catastrophe; earth-
guakes, tsunamis, fires and floods. “Noah’s
Ark” promises salvation and hope no matter
what kind of disasters we face. Genesis 6:11
-22, 7:17-24, 8:14-22, 9:12-17.

(March 27) The Exodus—While the Flood
came about as a natural disaster, the evils of
exploitation and slavery demonstrate the sin
of human “hard-heartedness.” In this story,
God answers the cry of the people by send-
ing an unlikely savior to demand freedom
and liberation, both of which are God'’s will
for all God’s people. Exodus 3:1-10; 4:13-
15; 12:37-41; 14:9-14; 15:19-21.

(April 3) Exile and Promise—The Israelite
people experienced exile at least twice dur-
ing the history of the Hebrew bible. As that
land was promised by God, first to the chil-
dren of Abraham and then to the followers
of Moses, exile seemed like certain evidence

that God had abandoned the people. But
even at these lowest moments, God sent
prophets who promised salvation. Jeremiah
6:22-30, Jeremiah 23:1-6

(April 10) Sermon on the Mount—Does salva-

tion come from military victory or from con-
quering the pull of sin on the heart? Jesus’
Sermon on the Mount is three chapters of
sayings that take the “common courtesies”
of life and completely transform them into
radical expressions of love which really
would create a new heaven and a new earth.
Matthew 5:33-48

Teacher, Miracle Worker, Son of God, Sav-
ior/Charlatan, Traitor, Blasphemer, Insurrec-
tionist Lunatic.
