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I  remember collecting pennies 
for mission work.  As a kid, 

we would go door to door with 
these clever cardboard boxes 
that folded out to look like lunch 
pails or fish and we collected 
spare change to support mission-
aries in Asia or Africa or Appa-
lachia who helped people in 
need.   

It felt good to collect money for 
those kinds of efforts or for dis-
aster relief when storms or earth-
quakes happened at home or 
abroad.  But as a kid, I never 
thought about what happens in 
the times and places in between.  
I thought “mission money” sup-
ported international poverty or 
religious education, but I never 
thought about the structures that 
kept that “mission” going. 

“Our Church’s Wider Mission” 
is the financial mechanism that 
keeps all that institutional sup-
port for the “time and spaces in 

between” going.  OCWM does-
n’t buy the emergency food sup-
plies when the earthquake hap-
pens, but it supports the relation-
ships with people and agencies 
BEFORE the earthquake occurs, 
so that when the disaster hap-
pens, those networks are already 
in place. 

In years past, OCWM did pay 
for more “hard goods” for na-
tional and international ministry.  
The denomination figured out a 
while back that our dollars for 
“hard goods” for international 
work could go farther if we part-
nered with other denominations.  
Those became the “special offer-
ings” of Neighbors in Need and 
One Great Hour of Sharing.  Our 
two other special offerings, the 
Christmas Fund and Strengthen 
the Church, go to support retired 
church workers and new or re-
newing churches respectively. 

So that leads us back to this idea 
of “basic support” the kind of 
day to day costs that keep the 
whole of the UCC operating.  
That means supporting the kind 
of communications, advocacy 
and coordination that makes 
what happens “in between” keep 
happening. 

For example, OCWM doesn’t 
pay for your youth ministry pro-
gram, but it does support activi-
ties like the National Youth 
Event and the Western Regional 

Youth Event.  In our conference, 
OCWM doesn’t pay for salaries, 
maintenance or equipment at 
Camp Adams, but it does sup-
port the Outdoor Ministry cur-
riculum that keeps UCC camps 
working on generally the same 
lines. 

OCWM does not pay for any 
church “bills” but it does pay for 
communication outlets, like our 
denominational website 
(www.ucc.org) and the weekly e
-newlsetter, “Keeping You E-
Posted” that you can sign up for 
there.  It doesn’t pay for the 
costs that go into finding a new 
pastor, but OCWM does pay for 
the national database that sup-
ports the Search and Call effort 
and for the Conference Minis-
ter’s support through that proc-
ess.  

OCWM also supports our Gen-
eral Synod and goes a long way 
to support the progressive justice 
efforts that make our denomina-
tion unique.  For those who want 
to view a video on OCWM, I 
can recommend going to 
www.ucc.org/ocwm  and look-
ing at the video titled “Plain 
Talk.”  OCWM has undergone a 
lot of changes in the last 10 
years and different conferences 
manage their OCWM dollars 
differently, but there is some 
good basic information there and 
I will be happy to answer any 
questions I can. (cont. on p.3)

Forest Grove UCC has had a long 
history of outperforming other 
churches of our size in giving to 
OCWM.  We’ve been giving di-
rectly out of our operating 
budget, but as our budgets got 
tighter, OCWM became the tool 
by which we offset other costs.  
Last year, OCWM accounted for 
4.3% of overall expenses. 

At our Annual Meeting on Janu-
ary 29, 2012 we voted to change 
our giving mechanism.  We’re 
now giving people the opportu-
nity to make gifts or pledges to 
OCWM specifically.  We’ll still 
manage pledges and gifts through 
the church office, but OCWM 
will now be managed as its own 
fund (in the same way the Special 
Offerings are managed). 

At Annual Meeting, we also es-
tablished a target for OCWM of 
$10,000.  That’s less than last 
year’s total giving of $14,000 but 

we wanted to set the target at an 
achievable level so we can be 
proud when we exceed it!  We’ll 
keep that pledge and gift ther-
mometer up very prominently in 
the eyes of the church through 
bulletin boards, our website and 
newsletter.  Other churches that 
have migrated to this giving path 
have actually seen OCWM giving 
increase and we would be de-
lighted to be in that number. 

Because of timing issues, we 
know that some people may want 
to adjust their 2012 pledge to For-
est Grove UCC in order to ac-
commodate making a separate 
pledge to OCWM.  We will do 
everything we can to make that 
transition as easy as possible.  In 
the next few weeks, we will cre-
ate a more comprehensive 
OCWM giving campaign that 
will offer multiple OCWM sup-
port options. 

Thanks to everyone for your sup-
port of OCWM--whether you 
knew you were giving to it or not!  
Our Church’s Wider Mission is 
changing lives.  It’s making our 
denominational presence more 
accessible, it’s allowing us to pro-
claim the Good News that God is 
Still Speaking. Amen.

Life Line Screening Set for February 6, 2012 at FGUCC— 
Stroke is the fourth leading cause of death in the United States, and this catastrophic event can strike 
without warning. In fact, four out of five people who have had a stroke showed no apparent warning 
signs prior to their attack.
