June is one of the most fun
months we see in the life of
our church. June lets us cele-
brate graduations, recognize
teachers, perform confirmation,
sing out Music Sunday AND
June gives us cause to ramp up
our creativity and energy for
Vacation Bible School. Yay!

I love VBS because it lets me
indulge in one of my passions
that gets buried beneath the
grownup tasks of everyday life:
songwriting. I've made up
songs all my life. Silly songs,
mostly, but also lullabyes, love
songs, songs to help memorize
something, God songs; you
name the genre, I've probably
written one of those.

I've written rock’n’roll, coun-

try, blues, calypso, repeat-after-
me, and folk songs for VBS.
Some are hits and some are
misses, but by golly, there is
nothing more rewarding to me

than hearing a kid sing a song
I've written—knowing that
somehow, that message about
God or faithfulness or forgive-
ness has found a way into that
little person’s brain and back
out their mouth again.

Songwriting is a pretty overt
way to get a message

across. Most of the time,
grownups rely on memos or
meetings or marketing to im-
press an idea on someone’s
mind. But I've been paying at-
tention to the people that influ-
ence me most and | realize that
it's not their written or spoken
words that make the largest im-
pression, it's the character they
show when times are hard or
when anxiety is high.

In those times, the “song” of

silences that feed fear, fuel un-
rest, and create despair. These
are the silences that ache for the
music of new possibility.

“Sing to the Lord a new song,”
the psalmist says. Or for that
matter, we can pick an old song
that gets the message

across. The song that our soul
sings may not burst out in a rec-
ognized melody, but we are
called to break silences that sti-
fle hope and healing.

Sing out, brothers and sisters,
sing your blues or your trium-
phant rhapsodies. Sing your
wisdom and your riddles and
your blues. Who knows who
might join you in your song?
Amen.
