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�� ur denomination collects 
five major offerings in 
the course of a year.  One 

offering (the Christmas Fund) sup-
ports low-income active and re-
tired church workers, one supports 
new or renewing churches 
(Strengthen the Church), two sup-
port domestic and international 
disaster-recovery or poverty abate-
ment programs (Neighbors in 
Need and One Great Hour of 
Sharing) and then there’s a fifth 
“offering” called OCWM (Our 
Church’s Wider Mission.) 
 
“Our Church’s Wider Mission” 
sounds like it’s an offering goes to 
field “mission” work like schools 
or hospitals or missionary support, 
and in times past, it may have 
done just that.  But today, OCWM 
funds primarily fund administra-
tive support activities.  Seventy-
five percent of the OCWM funds 
we collect pay for the salary and 
benefits of our conference minis-
ter and support staff.  25 percent 
of funds go on to Cleveland to 
support communication, education 

and advocacy work of our national 
offices. 
 
Conference ministry and denomi-
national support can be absolutely 
critical when a church is in transi-
tion or otherwise struggling.  Our 
denominational offices in Cleve-
land do great work in providing 
information and educational re-
sources that help share ideas and 
inspiration.  OCWM is definitely 
worth our support, however, the 
formula by which our church has 
supported OCWM needs some 
reconsideration. 
 
Up to this point, we have desig-
nated OCWM giving as a portion 
of our overall operating 
budget.  As compared to other 
churches in our conference, our 
giving has been historically very 
high, and many members of our 
congregation are committed to 
seeing Forest Grove remain as a 
chief contributor to OCWM.  But 
as budgets have tightened up, we 
keep finding ourselves trying to 
offset our costs by reducing 
OCWM.  Much of the money that 
we’ve taken from our own operat-
ing endowment in the last several 
years has, in effect, gone to pay 
for OCWM. 
 
With these conditions in mind, the 
Finance and Property Commission 
is proposing a change to the way 
we fund OCWM.  Rather than 
designate a portion of the budget 

that then becomes “invisible” to 
the rest of the congregation, F&P 
is suggesting that we run OCWM 
along the same lines as the other 
four offerings we take over the 
course of the year.  We can invite 
individual members to make direct 
gifts or pledge ongoing support to 
OCWM in the same way they 
would make a gift to the Christ-
mas Fund or in the same way they 
would pledge to support our 
church. 
 
We would also give people the 
option of sending money directly 
to Cleveland (National Offices) or 
supporting the Central Pacific 
Conference here locally.  Other 
churches in other denominations 
have switched to this means of 
funding their local and denomina-
tional support and actually seen an 
increase in giving to both. We’re 
all for that outcome! 
 
Our overall budget proposal will 
be reviewed by the Executive 
Board at their next meeting on 
January 9 and the budget approved 
by that body will be published a 
week later and sent on to the con-
gregation for approval at our An-
nual Meeting on January 
29.  Please direct any questions to 
our Finance and Property Chair, 
Alisa Johnston or to our Modera-
tor, Amber Mather-Hall.

JUST JOURNEY PROPOSAL:   Nancy Christoph, Outreach Commission Chair, presented the at-
tached Just Journey proposal to the congregation and moved that the FG UCC partner with Sally Go-
dard’s Just Journey ministry.  Motion was seconded by Myra Beelar.  Discussion:  Beryl Jones noted 
that there is not a UCC in Yamhill County and Just Journey was a good ministry to have a presence 
there.  Bob Browning supported the program.  Dale Feik supported the program and commented that 
Sally inspired people to get involved in political action for justice.  Ruth Holznagel called for the ques-
tion.  With all those present voting in favor, the motion was approved. 
 
BUDGET PRESENTATION:   Alisa Johnston, Finance & Property Commission Chair, presented the 
proposed 2011 budget on page 18 of the Annual Report.  She stated the Commission gave a lot of 
prayerful consideration and effort to the proposed budget.  She indicated the proposed budget re-
ceived review and agreement by the Executive Board that it be presented to the congregation for ap-
proval.   
 
BUDGET MOTION 1: Bob Browning moved, seconded by Nancy Christoph, to approve the proposed 
budget as presented.   
 
DISCUSSION:  Alisa Johnston stated the F&P’s annual report thanked the congregation as 2010 was 
an amazing financial year for the church and F&P feels the enthusiasm, promise and the hope of do-
ing things just as well in 2011.  She gave an overview of the proposed budget highlighting the planned 
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quarterly fundraisers in addition to the auction and rummage sale and a bigger commitment (a 10% 
increase) from members for general contributions on the revenue side.  She noted the 2010 budget 
was faith-based and the actual amount met the budgeted amount.  On the expenditure side, she noted 
the budgets received from the Outreach, Caring, Nurture and Worship Commissions were included 
without any reductions and highlighted that the F&P Commission budget includes the operating ex-
penditures for administration and the facilities.  The floor was opened to questions and comments. 
 
Loren Waltz pointed out last year’s budget included an unexpected $18,000 windfall that made it able 
to achieve the budgeted income.  Alisa confirmed that the miscellaneous income is not included in the 
contributions income in the budget. 
 
Bob Browning noted that he was pleased to see the budget included a well-deserved increase in the 
wages for the pastor and program coordinator and would support the proposed budget.   
 
Jeannine Murrell inquired if any future provisions are being included to move toward a co-pastor 
model as was originally planned when Jennifer was called to her position.  Alisa responded that the 
budget was reactionary to current staffing needs and model, which was approved by the congregation 
as the model to continue operating under, and reiterated that F&P was not building anything into the 
budget for future models and only funding what the congregation approved. 
 
Warren Lancaster asked for clarification of the endowment distribution and is there intent to pay it 
back.  Alisa responded that in 2010 $14,000 was budgeted to be taken from the endowment fund but 
only $7,000 was necessary to be transferred to cover the financial situation and that $14,000 was 
budgeted as the distribution needed for 2011.  Ralph indicated the growth of the endowment fund was 
16% and $7,000 was a 2% distribution.  Winnie Beu commented that the endowment funds are sup-
posed to raise money with the growth from the market value and the distribution is from the interest 
growth, not the principal, and there is not an intention to pay it back.  Alisa reiterated that the recent 
audit required that the distribution be labeled as a transfer and not as income as it is really converting 
an asset.  Warren thanked Alisa for the explanation and requested more detailed information on the 
endowment distribution be included in next year’s annual report.  
 
MOTION TO AMEND BUDGET MOTION 1:  Loren Waltz spoke against the proposed budget as pre-
sented with a $25,000 deficit as he believes it is not doable and the church needs a balanced budget.  
He distributed alternative options and moved, seconded by Clay Actor, to approve the proposed 
budget as amended in Draft B. 
 
DISCUSSION:  Loren explained the differences between the proposed budget and Draft B Budget in-
cluded a 6.5% increase in general contributions, increase in building use income, decreasing the fund-
raising income, increased OCWM by $1,000, increased salaries by 3% instead of 10%, beneficial 
transfer of pastor salary to annual student loan payment, and offset program coordinator salary in-
crease with health insurance benefits. 
 
BUDGET MOTION 2:  Winnie Beu moved, seconded by Carlene Krueger, to approve $308,500 in-
come portion of proposed budget Draft B and then move forward to concentrate on differences in ex-
penditures. 
 
DISCUSSION:  Loren did not see the motion as being necessary.  Bob Browning concurred and called 
for the question.  Vote:  AYES-25, NOES-27, ABSTAIN-0.  BUDGET MOTION 2 FAILED. 
DISCUSSION CONTINUED on MOTION TO AMEND BUDGET MOTION 1:   
 
Dale Ouellette stated he was against Draft B as F&P spent extensive time and effort into the proposed 
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budget and F&P has the faith, plans and goals for reducing the deficit and providing the church with 
the best financial future possible and noted Draft B has not been reviewed by the F&P Commission. 
Clay Actor supported Draft B as it a balanced budget and does not support letting the deficit grow. 
 
Sandy Freeman was not in support of Draft B as there was an error in the youth mission trip line item 
in Nurture’s Commission budget and that Nurture was not asked for input on these revisions. 
Eric Canon asked for clarification of 3% salary versus 10% increase.  Loren responded that it involved 
an offset in health care and the student loan line item.  Alisa indicated that her revised budget column 
reduced the salary cost but still gave Jennifer a benefit as 3% was put into the salary line item and 7% 
was put into the student loan. 
 
Rich Burk was not in support of Draft B and indicated the estimated $30,000 deficit was in line with 
faith-based budgets over last 10 years that the church has been able to manage and he recognized 
the many hours of thought and effort that F&P members put into the proposed budget with their goal 
as providing the church’s financial future by taking care of our own staff and did not support increasing 
OCWM in lieu of salary increases for staff. 
 
Carlene Krueger supported Draft B and a balanced budget noting that extra fundraisers could be used 
for providing anything above the balanced budget. 
 
Linda Feik commented that either budget included fundraising amounts and reminded the members 
that a vote to approve either budget is a commitment that includes participation by all members in the 
fundraising efforts.  
 
Dale Feik noted that the proposed budget from F&P did not receive a unanimous vote from the Execu-
tive Board as the budget to present to the congregation.  There was one vote against F&P’s proposed 
budget. 
 
Nancy Christoph spoke against Draft B because the commissions were not given a chance to review 
and give feedback on the changes and noted that there needed to be clarification of how OCWM 
money is being spent.  Alisa responded that 25% of OCWM contribution goes to the national church 
which goes to funding 28% of their budget and 75% of OCWM contribution stays with the local confer-
ence but she did not have a breakdown of how that money was spent. 
 
Amy Waltz supported Draft B and noted that when F&P decided to reduce OCWM a few years ago it 
was with the goal that it would not drop below 10% of the total pledges in the budget and she pointed 
out that the amount budgeted for OCWM in Draft B is still below the church goal.  She also disagreed 
with Rich Burke’s comment on the estimated deficit as being typical for the church and agreed with 
Carlene’s comment that if more money is raised after a balanced budget is approved it could be used 
to give raises and increase other budgets. 
 
Bob Browning spoke against Draft B and commented that the church is not a public agency but more 
a business with special product to provide for the continuity of our church community especially taking 
care of the youth. 
 
Dottie Waltz commented that camp scholarships can be found elsewhere, that too many fundraisers 
are asking for money, and there is a need to fine tune and balance the budget so the members are not 
continually being asked for money and can focus on worship and community. 
 
Gini Peterson spoke against Draft B and stated the health of the organization rests on staff and we 
need to support them now rather than waiting for extra fundraising dollars to be earned and suggested 
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that OCWM funds could be delayed with the plan to send money if extra dollars are earned from fund-
raisers. 
 
Bonnie McDowell asked if there could be discussion on the revised column.  Jeannine responded that 
discussion needed to pertain to the motion on the floor which is Draft B proposal. 
Winnie Beu could support Draft B if Jennifer’s salary increase was restored. 
 
Nancy Christoph called for the question.  It was clarified that the call for question requires a 2/3 major-
ity to stop debate.  VOTE:  AYES – 60, NOES – 4, Abstained – 1.  DISCUSSION ENDED. 
 
MOTION TO AMEND BUDGET MOTION 1:  AYES – 15; NOES – 46.  MOTION FAILS. 
 
Bob Browning moved, seconded by Ralph Brown, to stop discussion on BUDGET MOTION 1.  VOTE:  
AYES – 46; NOES – 15, Abstained – 3.  DISCUSSION ENDED. 
 
VOTE ON BUDGET MOTION 1:  AYES – 43, NOES – 19, Abstained – 3.  MOTION PASSED to ap-
prove proposed Budget as presented by F&P. 
 
CONTINUATION OF CURRENT PASTORAL MODEL:  Winnie Beu moved, seconded by Herb 
Krueger, to continue with the current pastoral model staffed with a pastor and a program coordinator. 
 
DISCUSSION:  Winnie Beu stated she was on the group that formulated the co-pastor model and was 
on the search committee and discovered that it was not the best situation at the time.  She noted that 
the current pastor that works well with youth and has strengthened that program; that the program co-
ordinator works very effectively and that the current model should continue. 
 
Jeannine Murrell noted that the church has succeeded and grown because of Jennifer’s business 
saavy and superior preaching; however, she also noted that the promise to Jennifer was that our goal 
was to have a second ordained pastor to administer to the spiritual needs of the members.  We asked 
her to do double duty until we could financially afford a second pastor.  Jeannine supported continuing 
the current pastoral model but reiterated that a promise was made and that planning should be taken 
to fill that promise. 
 
Dale Feik concurred with Jeannine but supported the continuation of the current pastoral model. 
Geneva Houks spoke to her support of Jennifer and will support whatever she needs. 
 
Clay Actor called for the question and with all those present voting in favor, the motion was approved 
to continue the current pastoral model. 
 
PROPOSAL TO ESTABLISH FIRST BYLAW TO CONSTITUTION:   Dale Feik moved, seconded by 
Bob Browning, that the constitution be amended by amending the bylaws to include the policy that de-
termination of the church membership total would occur prior to the Founders’ Day in each given year. 
 
DISCUSSION:  Dale Feik supported this motion to facilitate nominating delegates for conference fall 
meeting and to add bylaws to the constitution to add clarity of policies and procedures. 
 
Deanna Barrett asked for the mechanism of determining members.  Ken responded that the rolls are 
adjusted accordingly to how many people are attending the church and if someone has not attended 
for two years, their names could be removed from the roll. 
 
Jeannine Murrell did not support the motion and stated an office procedure did not need a bylaw 
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which may lock the policy into a hard formality without any flexibility.   
Loren Waltz supported the motion to have the policies in writing in the form of a bylaw. 
 
Sandy Freeman did not support the motion and concurred with Jeannine. 
 
Robert Lacock asked if there were potential negative impacts of adding bylaws to the constitution.  
Ken responded that it would require a vote of the congregation to change a bylaw.  Jeannine referred 
to Roberts Rules of Order which indicated that it was not necessary to have both a constitution and 
bylaws. 
 
Tom Epler concurred with Jeannine.   
 
Dale Ouellette did not support the motion as it was not a significant enough item to have in the consti-
tution or bylaws. 
 
Ruth Holznagel noted her concern over the mechanism of determining members and stated that the 
church is inclusive and some may not show up for two years but still consider themselves part of the 
congregation and we need to think very carefully before we exclude someone from the rolls, we need 
to approach them if they are not present and find out whether they wish to be part of the congregation 
even paying their dues until they make that decision. 
 
Clay Actor moved, seconded by Sandy Freeman, to call for the question and, with all those present 
voting in favor to stop discussion, discussion ended. 
 
MOTION VOTE:  AYES – 8, NOES – 41.  MOTION FAILED. 
 
RECOGNITION OF OFFICERS AND COMMISSION MEMBERS OF 2010:    Ken thanked the current 
officers and commission members for serving during 2010 and acknowledged George Williams’ many 
years of contribution as church historian. 
 
PRESENTATION OF PROPOSED SLATE OF OFFICERS FOR 2011 :  Dale Feik moved, seconded 
by Herb Krueger, that the slate of nominees for officers, members of ministry commissions, youth rep-
resentative to the Executive Board and delegates to the Central Pacific Conference (CPC) Assembly, 
as posted on the bulletin board in the narthex and presented in the annual report distributed today, be 
voted upon at this annual meeting.  As chair of the HR Team, Dale Feik recommended approval of the 
nominees.  With all those present voting in favor, the slate of nominees was approved. 
 
MODERATOR COMMENTS:   Ken Prickett gave parting thoughts and thanked Laura Frye, Past Mod-
erator, Amber Mather-Hall, Moderator Elect, and Pastor Jennifer Yocum for their support over the last 
year.  He highlighted the addition of SeungJin Bae as Director of Choirs, thanked Max and Sue 
Grossman for their leadership in the rummage sale as well as Dale and Audrey Ouellette, Sandy Free-
man and the Eplers for signs, hay and support and thanked Brandi Frye for the outstanding results 
from the auction with a challenge to do it again in 2011. 
 
He asked blessings to all for the love and support shown him and to give Amber the same support in 
2011.  Amber presented Ken with new gloves to replace his worn out ones from all his work over the 
last year in repairing roofs, sanctuary improvements and other projects with his leadership. 
 
Amber commented that she looked forward to watching the church continue to grow, to meeting our 
challenges as they arrive, and her prayers are that working together with the love, peace, hope and 
joy that we have in this church and continuing to recognize the differences and diversity we have that 
we will achieve our goals. 
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ADJOURN:  Jennifer gave a benediction and the meeting was closed with singing “Be Thou My Vi-
sion” and was adjourned by Amber at 12:52 pm.

ANNOUNCEMENTS FROM PASTOR JENNIFER:  Prior to the start of the meeting, Pastor Jennifer 
announced that Sally Godard’s Just Journey ministry was off to a great start with over 100 people par-
ticipating in an immigration rally.  She also was pleased to announce that Eric Canon would be receiv-
ing the Ruben Huenemann Award for Christian Leadership at the UCC Conference Spring Assembly 
for his work on the Interfaith Committee on Homelessness.  She opened the meeting with prayer. 
 
CALL TO ORDER:   Amber Mather-Hall, Moderator, called the meeting to order at 11 a.m. and a quo-
rum of over 40 members was established with 66 members present.  Bob Browning was designated 
as Parliamentarian and Roy Chrisop was assigned Timekeeper duties.  Debate guidelines were re-
viewed and a 2-minute time limit for each speaker was established. 
 
ITEMS OF BUSINESS:  
Statement of Sustainability :  Paul Edwards presented the Statement of Sustainability on behalf of 
the Be Earth Stewards Today (BEST) Team and answered questions from the congregation.  In re-
sponse to Tom Epler’s inquiry, Paul clarified that the Statement will be contained in the church’s Pol-
icy/Procedures Manual and reviewed annually and that environmental justice referred to taking care of 
the earth and living together in a way that has a positive impact on the earth. 
Winnie Beu moved, seconded by Carlene Krueger, that the congregation accept the Statement of 
Sustainability as a description of who we are as a church.  VOTE:  AYES – 60; NOES – 4; AB-
STAINED – 2.  MOTION PASSED. 
 
Operating Budget :  Alisa Johnston, Chair of Finance & Property, introduced the members of F&P 
and distributed the income statement and budget comparison and the value of the United Church 
Funds.  She explained the income statement and the expenses per commission which results in the 
$23,396.02 deficit referred to in the letter to the congregation.  She reiterated as noted in the letter to 
the congregation that three strategies are available to address the current shortfall:  cutting costs, us-
ing reserves, and raising revenue.  She described actions already taken to cut costs and raise reve-
nue and asked if there was discussion on ways to proceed to meet the approved budget. 
 
Loren Waltz moved, seconded by Warren Lancaster, to have Finance & Property undertake contact-
ing all members and supporters to inform them of our current financial condition and to encourage a 
step-up in giving of at least 10% compared to 2010.  DISCUSSION:  Loren noted a minimum of 15 
trained callers is recommended to maximize participation and make it easier; a new estimate of total 
giving should be compiled by the Financial Secretary by Sunday, June 26, and included with a Finan-
cial Report to the congregation in the following Viewpoint newsletter.  Loren volunteered to be one of 
the callers. 
 
VOTE:  AYES – 48; NOES – 2; ABSTAINED – 16.  MOTION PASSED. 

Using Reserves :  Alisa Johnston continued with a review of the United Church Funds and recom-
mended the congregation authorize taking up to $28,000 from the General Operating Endowment.  In 
response to Winnie Beu’s inquiry, Loren Waltz replied that the year end annual report showed that ac-
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cumulated contributions made by bequests were $457,490 and that the last quarter reported the 
fund to be $412,758.76.  Loren supported some continued rate of distribution from this revenue 
source. 

Loren Waltz moved, seconded by Jerry Frye, to authorize $20,000 withdrawal from the General En-
dowment with the condition that the Treasurer monitors it monthly and suspends future distributions 
if not needed. 

Rich Burke moved, seconded by Barbara Strain, to table the motion until the pledge campaign re-
sults are known. 

VOTE:  AYES – 45; NOES – 10; MOTION PASSED. 

Capital Campaign :  Alisa Johnston reported that F&P recommended delaying the capital campaign 
until the operating budget is balanced and revisit the Capital Campaign at the Annual Meeting in 
January 2012.  She noted the Capital Campaign had included repayment of the building endowment 
for roof repair expenditures and the delay will result in the loss of earned interest and had included 
repairs to address safety/liability issues such as to the choir loft.  Laura Frye concurred that the choir 
loft repairs should be delayed until sufficient funds were available to do it correctly. 

Dottie Waltz moved, seconded by Deena Barrett, to defer the Capital Campaign to January 2012. 

VOTE:  AYES – 65; NOES – 1; ABSTAINED – 0.  MOTION PASSED. 

Meeting adjourned at 11:51 a.m.

JUNE 26, 2011 

 
PRAYER by PASTOR JENNIFER 
PRELUDE:  Discussion of budget and financial recomm endations.    
Linda Feik, Financial Secretary, reported on the Step-up Campaign that was recently completed.  
She noted the amount of all pledges originally given and new pledges totaled $160,000.  She ex-
plained that based on history and patterns of giving she computed an estimate of giving including 
the pledges to be $203,000 with an additional $3,700 projected from normal plate giving.  Alisa 
Johnston reviewed the current financial situation as distributed highlighting the reductions recently 
recommended by Finance & Property totaling $23,005.  She noted that with the reduced income and 
reduced expenses the deficit amounted to $45,818.10.  She reported the recommendation from F&P 
was to meet the deficit by utilizing the $14,000 transfer from the Endowment which was originally 
approved in the annual budget as well as taking a $35,000 loan from the General Endowment Fund.  
She explained the conditions of the loan as follows:   
 
· The current balance is $419,812 
· $35,000 loan would reduce balance to $384,812 
· Use it on an as-needed basis, and alert the congregation when every advance is taken and how 
much 
· Pay back what is leftover at the end of 2011 to the Endowment Fund 
· Discuss yearly at Annual Meeting and every month at F&P meetings 
· Surplus of $3,181.90 would be cushion 
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Pay back when financial situation approves and Congregation would help establish financial triggers 
to achieve paybacks 
 
Winnie Beu recommended that $500 be added back into the Sabbatical Leave Pastor line item as this 
line item will be needed to pay a fill-in pastor when Jennifer takes her sabbatical in 1½ years.  In re-
sponse to Dale Feik’s inquiry pertaining to a policy for endowment funds be included in the manual 
that is currently being developed, Alisa confirmed that a policy for endowment funds did exist and 
since F&P’s recommendation was to use the principle and not just interest the congregation’s ap-
proval was needed to deviate from the policy.  Loren Waltz clarified that the $14,000 was a disburse-
ment as allowed from the endowment fund and the $35,000 will be used as a loan and needs to be 
repaid.  In response to Paul Minor’s inquiry as to future budgetary impacts, Alisa replied that the Fall 
enlistment campaign will be a pledge-focused, educational, celebratory campaign as well as including 
further budget cuts and additional revenue resources if the economy stays depressed.  She noted the 
positives – the endowment funds, strong dedicated membership that is growing, strong programs, 
dedicated minister, mortgage-free building – outweighs the negatives as long as resources are used 
responsibly. 
 

OTHER CONGREGATIONAL MEETING MINUTES 
 
CALL TO ORDER:   Roy Chrisop, Moderator-Elect, called the meeting to order at 11:20 a.m. and a 
quorum of over 40 members was established with 68 members present.   
 
ITEM OF BUSINESS: 
BUDGET:  Alisa Johnston reiterated that Finance and Property has completed a Step-up Campaign 
that raised an additional $50,000 in pledges, has reviewed the current financial condition of the church 
and reduced the budget by $23,005 and further recommends that a $35,000 loan be taken from the 
General Endowment Fund.   
 
Ken Prickett moved, seconded by Peter Truax, that the congregation approve a $35,000 loan from the 
General Fund Endowment to be taken as needed and approve the budget as revised.   
 
Winnie Beu moved, seconded by Deena Barrett, that the sabbatical leave line item be put back into 
the budget at $500.   VOTE:  AYES – 43, NOES – 8.  MOTION PASSED. 
 
Discussion on loan and amended budget motion:  Loren Waltz commented that while the heart is pre-
sent, the budget is not sustainable so he cannot support the amended budget.  VOTE:  AYES – 42, 
NOES – 9.  MOTION PASSED.
