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The joy of giving thanks!

“Hallelujah! | give thanks to GOD with everything I've got—Wherever good people gather, and
in the congregation.” —Psalm 111 (the message)

God allows us to give thanks! I recently heard an insight from someone on why they maintain
their commitment to faith. It was not because it always made sense. They did not always feel
certain or free of doubt or like they always understood God. They said they believed in God
because they needed to say thank you to someone. They needed to give thanks for the mystery
and beauty of life and all its blessings, and God opens that door for us! God evokes gratitude in
us and invites us to give thanks! God allows us to be creatures of thanks and praise!

The Thanksgiving holiday, for me, has never been about the mythology that tells us a bunch of
pilgrims and “Indians,” sat at a table and had lunch and then there was peace. That faerie tale
just ignores the history of land theft, brutality, and violence that was perpetuated against
indigenous peoples ever since that brunch so long ago. I grew up in New England where as
children, our teachers had us dressing up as caricatures of “Indians” around this time of year, in
outfits made out of construction paper, while actual Pokanoket, Narragansett, Wampanoag, and
other peoples indigenous to New England were still living there with real living cultures not
made out of construction paper. They were around us with living wisdom from which we could
benefit from actually learning, and on-going grievances with which we as a society still need to
contend with to realize collective justice, healing, and balance. It seems like perspective is
shifting in some ways in the direction of honesty, accountability, and respect and for that | am
truly thankful but the Thanksgiving origin story is not really what this holiday is about for me.

The meaning of Thanksgiving can be about its name! It can simply be a day for giving thanks!
A harvest festival! A day of celebrating togetherness, and family, and community! A day to
celebrate the fruits of the earth, the gifts of life, and here’s the best part! There’s hardly any
commercialism or consumerism attached to it! We just get to eat and be together and be mindful
of the importance of always giving thanks!

In challenging times I’m amazed to notice how there is always something for which we can be
thankful, even if on a hard day that’s just the freshness of the air, a flash of color, or a passing
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gentle moment. It’s a joy to be a part of a faith community that provides us with an abundance
of blessings for which to give thanks. As | write this, I am thankful for the way your music filled
the sanctuary at my installation. | am grateful for all the work of the worship team and others
who made that service, and all our other on-line ways of connecting, truly meaningful. | am
grateful for every letter you’ve written; every phone call you’ve made to one another. I am
grateful for how we are leading in housing advocacy efforts in the community, for the
enlightening educational opportunities we provide, for every prayer shawl you’ve knit, and for
every prayer flag you’ve sent out on the wind. I’m grateful for the dedicated efforts of the
auction team for their tireless efforts this year to pull off a “virtual auction,” and all the inspiring
ways we are maintaining connection in disconnected times. When we start counting the things
we have for which to give thanks it becomes contagious. The list expands. This thanksgiving, |
am grateful for our ability to give thanks! | am thankful that many of us have resources, and
security, and gifts to share with those who have less and for this beloved community. | give
thanks for those who are not with us who will never NOT be with us. | give thanks that together,
we are blessed with the task of gathering each other and all our community, all life, around
Christ’s ever expanding table of welcome and thanksgiving! That’s the life and the spirit in

which we gather and that’s the life that always leaves us with something for which to be
thankful!
